What are the main outputs of SPECTRUM

SPECTRUM will provide 4 main outputs:

· A theoretically sound framework for analysing the trade-off between objectives and identifying optimal combinations of instruments to achieve them. This will cover all modes, passenger and freight transport for both the urban and inter-urban context. 

· Analysis and assessment of transport packages. Quantified evidence on the use of alternative instruments in managing urban or inter-urban capacity and the likely practical impacts of different approaches.

· Generalisation regarding transferability of alternative transport management packages across the broader urban/inter-urban spectrum and their wider social impact.

SPECTRUM started in September 2002 and will be completed in August 2005

· Analysis of synergies and conflicts of transport instruments packages (D4)

· Measurement and treatment of impacts (D6)

· Review and analysis of urban transport instruments (D2)

· Review and modeling of inter-urban transport instruments (D3)

What are the next steps in SPECTRUM? 

The main work of SPECTRUM for the remaining period will involve:

· Analysis and assessment of practical impacts of combinations of instruments in an inter-urban context (D7)

· Analysis and assessment of practical impacts of combinations of instruments in an urban context (D8)

· Specification of Urban and Interurban guidance and policies (D9)

· Development of Theoretically Sound Framework (D10)

· Assessment of transferability of the SPECTRUM Framework (D11)

· Specification and transferability of a framework for measures to reach transport and other relevant policies (D12)
